Maths:

In maths we will be progressing to counting,
comparing and ordering numbers to 20. We will also
be adding and subtracting numbers to 20, including
crossing 10. We will be consolidating our number
bond knows and using them to help us work out
related facts up to 20.

English

We will be writing letters, postcards and
stories based on the theme of dragons and
castles. We will be learning to write effective
sentences, making sure that we are using
capital letters, full stops, question marks and
exclamation marks.

We will continue to work on our phonic
sounds, using them to help us read and write
new words.

We will also develop our reading fluency.
